A 58 year old man on disability was living
with his elderly father and helping to take
care of him. When the father passed away,
the man was forced to leave the home. [He
found an apartment to live in, but needed
help with first month’s rent. Bethlehem
Project assisted with first month's rent and
the man was able to secure permanent
housing.

A single mother of four fell behind in her

rent when her food stamp allotment was
cut. She works at a job in another toywn
from where she lives and rising gas priges
where an issue, also. Bethlehem Project
helped her to get current with her rent, so
she and her four children could retain their
housing.

A couple found themselves in need when|the
wife lost her job. They got behind in their
rent and were facing eviction. Bethlehem
Project, in cooperation with Housing Au-
thority and Catholic Charities, assisted o
get back rent paid, so this couple could get
a fresh start.

A middle aged woman was living in her ve-
hicle after escaping an abusive family situa-
tion. The homeless shelter was full. The
woman found subsidized housing that was
to be ready in a week’s time. Bethlehem
Project helped with emergency lodging for
6 days until the woman could move into her
new housing.
