Thursday, September 3 - St. Gregory the Great, Pope

& Doctor of the Church (c. 540-604)

Born into a wealthy Roman
family, he served as Chief Magistrate
of Rome but resigned to become a
monk (473). He was known as “the
Great” for his charity to the poor, his
sense of justice, his protection of
Jewish rights, and his political
diplomacy. His writings synthesize the
Christian wisdom of his time. They

include the Book of Pastoral Care (describing the duties
of bishops and guidelines for pastoral ministry), homilies,
scriptural commentary, and works promoting the liturgy
(Gregorian chant is named after him). Like him, may we
strive to be “servant of the servants of God.”
