The seven sorrows 
are:  (1) Simeon’s prophecy at the presentation of 
Jesus in the temple,  (2) the flight into Egypt, (3) the 
disappearance of the boy Jesus in Jerusalem, (4) the 
road to Calvary, (5) the crucifixion, (6) the removal 
from the cross, and (7) the entombment.
